2. DCAT Update: Joe Burke

The Request for DCAT Funds has been posted on the CPPC website and emailed out to the distribution lists. All questions must be directed to Joe Burke (Jburke@dhs.state.ia.us).

The DCAT Board has voted to approve approximately $27,300 be added to Sarah’s Community Support contract. The funding was directed to be spent as follows (approximations): $12,000 on Al’s Pals training costs, materials (including CDs) and Here Now and Down the Road, $7,500 on reprinting hard copies of resource directories, $4,800 towards the cost for families/children to attend equine therapy at Wildwood Hills Ranch (recommendations/referrals for families must be send to Sarah) and $3,000 to WeLift Job Search Center with Warren County matching for a total of $6,000.

Taylor: LIHEAP energy assistance started Oct 1st. Snow removal sign up has also started and is available for elderly or disabled individuals. IMPACT also has a personal pantry up and running. Taylor shared that St. Vincent on Army Post Road on the south side has clothing available for job interviews.

Roger: WeLift is offering a new class which focuses on how to use email. Previously, WeLift offered a course on work ethics (attitude, attendance, accountability on the job, etc.), but the course required a large time commitment. Roger is in the process of rewriting the curriculum to be less of a time commitment. By doing this, all new clients of WeLift will be required participate in the class. 
Roger is a facilitator for Young Parents which is available to single or married parents under the age of 28. More information can be found on the CPPC website by searching “Young Parents” on the homepage.
Sarah & Angela: HIRTA is currently distributing surveys which will hopefully help to improve shuttle service. HIRTA is making trips to Des Moines on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 8:00am-12:00pm for medical appointments. They also recently started trips to Iowa City from Indianola on Tuesdays for medical appointments. Currently, there is funding available for transportation related to employment such as to WeLift, interviews, etc. HIRTA will also transport DHS involved families to Wildwood Hills Ranch on Tuesday and Thursday mornings for equine assisted therapy.

Kelly: Kelly noted that anyone that is a part of an MCO cannot use Quitline as of July 1st. Other options are available, please contact Kelly if you are interested in learning more. American Lung Association is hosting a Freedom from Smoking facilitator training on November 2nd from 8:00am-4:00pm at their office. The cost to attend is $350 with recertifications being free.
Rachel: Marion County Roll and Read had 200 participants. The group provided lunch, bounce houses and a free book to all that attended. Rachel also shared that Marion County Parents as Teachers (PAT) is merging with Jasper County PAT. Jasper County PAT will be housed in Jasper County Public Health and overseen by Marion County PAT.
