Mindie shared that they are currently looking into options for a permanent home for the barter as it is currently housed in her basement. 

Nikki: Every Family Rolls is this Saturday at 11:00 am in Windsor Heights at Colby Park.  Families have the option to bike the 45 mile route (starting at 9:00 am) or the 10 mile route (starting at 11:00am). Following the ride, there will be events, food and music for the entire family from 1:00 pm to 3:00pm. 

Nikki distributed community readiness surveys on the topics of marijuana and gambling. Both surveys are currently being scored. She is willing to share the results and plans to address the results moving forward once she receives the information. 


Roger:  WeLift has two job coaches available to meet with clients as needed. WeLift staff can serve anyone that comes to the office as they have no geographic restrictions. Meeting space is also set aside for WeLift in Winterset. 
The Young Parents group meets from 6:00-8:00pm on Tuesday nights in Indianola. A free meal & childcare (up to age 7) are provided. The group shares a meal provided by a local business from 6:00-7:00pm followed by one hour of education for parents provided by agencies in the community. 

Roger is part of the Iowa Works Taskforce which is currently working region wide to help create a path for offenders to more successfully re-enter the workforce in our communities after being released from prison. He expressed interest in getting something similar started specifically for Warren County. 
Roger has also been working with the VA hospital to teach classes on Friday afternoons to help veterans obtain employment.
