New Business 

Networking 
Veronica: 1st Five has received three new referrals between Warren and Madison County since our last meeting. 
Veronica reported working towards engaging the Madison County clinics and encouraging them to attend the training on the Ages and Stages Questionnaire. She is also encouraging providers to start with one screener and build from there. 
Veronica shared that she is having difficulty connecting children with face to face mental health services so she is encouraging hesitant parents to try virtual sessions. 

Natalie: Natalie is proud of how the Winterset School District is dealing with the COVID-19 protocols and the ever-changing situation. 
She shared that as of tomorrow all of the therapists will be back within the district. 
Some of the district buildings are participating in Please Pass the Love virtual groups.
Val: Dads With A Purpose started last week with two participants (Warren and Clarke Counties). The group can take up to six dads so if you are aware of anyone that would like to participate, please let Val know!

The November 7th community baby shower at the Norwalk Library is full at 30 participants. Val is still accepting donations for the gift bags and raffle prizes. She shared that the Polk County baby shower groups break off into a Parent Café and that this is something Warren County might be interested in trying. 
Val shared that she has opportunities for programming with Indianola Park and Recreation and Stewards of Children in Carlisle once in person meetings are able to take place.  

Bonnie: Bonnie added to Val’s discussion about Polk County’s baby shower group by stating that she would like to develop an education cohort from the baby shower group to give them pre and postnatal education as well as child development information each year up to age 5.

She will hold a virtual group meeting on October 27th in the morning. The group will focus its activities and reading on owls. The November group will meet in the evening with a bedtime theme. The book will follow the theme and be in four different languages! 
Roger: WeLift helps people becoming job ready through help writing resumes, applying for jobs, obtaining computer skills, etc. 
Roger reported serving less clients than what is typical. They have adjusted their hours for this purpose. They are open Tuesdays and Thursdays from 11:00am-3:00pm. Because the unemployment rate is high, Roger and his team decided that they needed to become more visible and set up a tent with banners in front of WeLift. Doing so, generated a few more clients so Roger is considering doing that once or twice more before the weather is too cold.
