Deb: 4R Kids Early Childhood Iowa will be releasing a Request for Proposal (RFP) on March 12th. Deadline to apply is April 16th. The RFP will be for early childhood services and will be posted on the 4R Kids website. 
Deb also discussed a couple of bills that are currently in the house. The first would allow podiatrists to provide children’s physicals. The second moves to remove blue lights from all non-emergency vehicles and replace them with amber colored lights.

Roger: WeLift continues to offer the same services they have in the past to underemployed and unemployed individuals. 
WeLift is partnering with Connect 2 Careers to host Let’s Get to work for youth and young adults ages 14-24. The goal is to work with individuals to begin thinking about the career world. They’ll focus on resume writing, interview skills and even job shadowing and internships. Roger recently met with a couple of districts to get Let’s Get to Work up and going!
Val: Sheena Sullivan, The Short Years Director, will be sending out a meeting invitation on behalf of the Child Abuse Prevention Council of Warren County for a community coalition meeting which will take place on March 17th at noon. 
The Short Years will be hosting Dads with a Purpose beginning April 6th and running for 8 weeks. Incentives for attending the class include partial back child support forgiveness and a family YMCA membership. They need 3 participants to hold the classes (already have one).

Next month, the CPPC meeting will be shortened (30 minutes) with Connections Matter following the meeting via Zoom at 1:00pm. 

Both Dads with a Purpose and Connections Matter information will be posted on the CPPC website.

Jess & Gabbie: Jess works for Zion Integrative Health Services on SOR2 grant with Gabbie. The Iowa Department of Public Health released all of Zion’s presentations so that they can begin offering trainings in the near future.  Training topics will include: opioids, psycho stimulants, NARCAN information, etc. Continuing education credits will also be offered. Gabbie covers Warren County, and Jess covers Marion and Madison.
Nikki: Nikki is working to put together a Community Assessment Workbook for Warren and Marion Counties. The workbook will hold data on various substances, substance abuse and problem gambling. She is currently working to collect data for the workbook. If you have any resources for further data collection, please let her know. Additionally, she is interviewing individuals within the county to get an assessment of what the “average” person in the county knows about substance abuse and problem gambling.
